Certification is a seal of quality that is known to and recognized  
by the general public, the government and members of the industry.  
It is a mark of diligence, commitment and credibility, and a sign  
that camps want to keep up with trends and practices in their  
sector of activity, staying well in tune with children’s needs and  
parents’ concerns! 

ANNUAL FEES

For the first year, the basic fee is $772 (+ $100 per additional site, up to a maximum of 3 sites charged).  
Once certified, your camp’s annual fees are based on the programs you offer, the number of sites you  
manage, and attendance.
